6.11 SCHEME FOR GRANTING SAMMAN
RASHI TO EMINENT SANSKRIT PANDITS
IN INDIGENT CIRCUMSTANCES

Rs. 24,000/- per annum, without deduction of
income from other sources. For this purpose the
Pandits having income not more than Rs. 24,000/-
per annum only are considered. No other
qualifications have been prescribed. The grant of
financial assistance to Sanskrit Pandits in indigent
circumstances is released through Rashtriya
Sanskrit Sansthan, New Delhi and is deposited in the
Bank Account of individual beneficiaries.

In the event of unfortunate death of the
recipient, the assistance continues to be given to the
spouse of the original recipient until his/her death.
