= It should have a suitable atmosphere for teaching and learning.
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12. Duties of the Institution

Providing sitting facility to the Teacher in the Centre.

Providing sufficient place and facilities for conducting the classes.

Helping in advertising the course and the Centre among the people and extend its
help to assemble the learners. Co-operation in propagation of the Study Centre and
engaging the learners.

Assistance of the Teacher and the Authorised Officer in conducting classes.
Providing required information to the learners about the Centre.

Necessary correspondence with Central Sanskrit University, New Delhi in
association with the Teacher.

Providing desirable information related to the Centre to Central Sanskrit University
after completion of the course.

Nominating a person as an Authorised Officer for smooth functioning of Centre for
Sanskrit Learning. In case of replacement of Authorised Officer due to some
reasons, to inform regarding the same to Central Sanskrit University.
Arrangement for preservation of materials concerning the Centre and distribution
of reading materials supplied by Central Sanskrit University.

Assistance in signing the MoU between Central Sanskrit University and the Centre
by the highest official of the Centre. Draft of the MoU is attached.

In case of closure of the Centre due to some reasons, the MOU shall automatically
be terminated.

13. Duties of Authorised Officer

Arrangement for publicity of the Centre through different media with the co-
operation of all members.

Engaging learners of different age groups (above fifteen years) and various
professions for learning Sanskrit.

Teacher's assistance in conducting classes.

Arrangement for the inauguration of the Centre, its functioning, conducting
examination, distribution of certificates and other activities in consultation with the
Teacher.

Informing the Central Sanskrit University, New Delhi about the activities of the
Centre from time to time.

Sending the progress details of the work accomplished by the teacher in the
previous month through email (csucsl@sanskrit.ac.in) to the Centre for Sanskrit
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Learning office between 21% to 30" of every month, so that the teacher gets
remuneration from Central Sanskrit University on time.

14. Duties of the Teacher

To manage the study centre with dedication in the institution notified by Central
Sanskrit University.

To assist in admission process under the guidance of the centre head/centre officer.
Along with management of the centre, to conduct one Sanskrit conversation class
every month in the institution/in another separate institution/in society.

Along with management of the centre, to conduct Sanskrit Balavarg in the
institution/in another separate institution/in society.

Implementation of information as directed by the office of Central Sanskrit
University.

Participation in the programmes organised by Central Sanskrit University as per
requirement.

To provide outcome-oriented teaching to the students studying in the study centre.
Relying on various skills for effective teaching in the class.

Special efforts for maintaining the attendance of students in the class.

Formation / Creation of Sanskrit environment.

Organizing various Sanskrit programmes in the center.

Sending illustrated details of various programmes organized in the center to the
University.

15. Other notable matters

Timetable of teaching at the Centre may be decided as per the convenience of the
students.

Study material (Prathama Deeksha and Dvitiya Diksha) will be provided by Central
Sanskrit University, New Delhi.

This Course will provide basic knowledge for higher studies in
Sanskrit/Yoga/Ayurveda/various Distance Education Programmes of Central
Sanskrit University. After successfully completing the “Certificate Course in
Sanskrit language” and “Diploma in Sanskrit Language”, the student will be
eligible to take admission in various Sanskrit Courses which are run by ‘Mukta-
Swadhyaya-Peetham’ (Institute of Open and Distance Education).
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Normally, the Centre for Sanskrit Learning is permitted to one academic session in
any institution or at any place for the time being. No institution or intended place
will be treated as a permanent Centre of Centre for Sanskrit Learning.

The decision of Central Sanskrit University will be final in the matters regarding
opening of Centre for Sanskrit Learning, its continuation/ discontinuation or
cancellation of the Centre.

One casual leave in a month will be permissible to the Teacher as per requirement.
The Central Sanskrit University shall be notified about the casual leave through e-
mail by the Authorised Officer of the Centre. Each teacher will teach in two or three
classes according to the availability of scholars in more than one Centre/institution.
In any matter concerning the Centre for Sanskrit Learning, the decision of the Vice-
Chancellor, Central Sanskrit University, New Delhi will be final.

Publicity of the Centre

Centre for Sanskrit Learning may be brought to light through personal contacts,
local cable, Akashvani (radio), banners, information in writing in Schools,
Colleges, Universities, other public places or social media or through other modes.
Distinguished personalities may be invited to introduce the activities of the Centre.
