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Guideline for

Non-Formal Sanskrit Education Centres

Sanskrit language is the unparalleled treasure of Indian wisdom
and culture. The resources preserved in this language are vast and
manifold. A large number of Indians desire to learn Sanskrit in order to
preserve and project original Indianness. It is essential to fulfil their
desire by providing the knowledge of Sanskrit language through the
simplest possible method and to make them aware of the knowledge
well treasured in Sanskrit. In order to execute this ideal and essential
objectives by providing the opportunity and facility to those who are
desirous to learn Sanskrit, Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan has introduced
Non-Formal Sanskrit Education.

1. Central Sanskrit University

The Central Sanskrit University, established by an Act of Parlia-
ment. Which is having multi-campuses across the country. It has 13
constituent campuses in various states. Besides it, the Central Sanskrit
University provides financial assistance to 22 Adarsh Sanskrit
Mahavidyalays, 04 Adarsh Sanskrit Shodh Sansthans and many edu-
cational institutions under the scheme of Ministry of Human Resource
Development, Govt. of India. Since its inception on 15th October,
1970, the Central Sanskrit University (former RSkS) is devoted to the
overall development of Sanskrit at all India level by imparting educa-
tion to the students of Prakshastri (12th), Shastri (B.A.), Acharya (M.A.)
and Vidyavardhi (Ph.D.) in Veda, Vyakarana, Sahitya, Jyotisha,
Dharmashastra, Nyaya, Vedanta, Mimamsa, Puranetihasa, Sankhy-
yoga, Jain Darshan and Bauddha Darshan traditional stream by main-
taining UGC standards. It also  conducts various programme through
Distance Education.

In addition, the Central Sanskrit University undertakes training
courses of Shiksha Shastri (B.Ed.) and Shiksha Acharya (M.Ed.). Apart
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from these traditional degree courses, the Central Sanskrit University
undertakes Sanskrit learning programme to the public at large scale
through Non-Formal Sanskrit Education Centres functioning in differ-
ent states.

2. Name of Courses of studies of Non-Formal Sanskrit
Education Centres

There will be two courses of studies in these centres. First is
called "Certificate Course in Sanskrit Language " and Second is
"Diploma in Sanskrit  Language ."

3. Nature of Course of Studies

(a) It is a part-time course.

(b) Duration of the course is from 15 July, 2022 to 15
May, 2023.

(c) Course of Studies

(i) Prathama Diksha (First Level) Published by
the Central Sanskrit University - Under it, five

books Varnamala  Vakya-vyavaharah

, Vakyavistarah 

Sambhashanam  and Parishishtam

 are  taught in simple Sanskrit.  A
minimum period of 120 hours is required to
complete the course.

(ii) First 4 Stabakas of Dvitiya Diksha (Second
Level) published by the Central Sanskrit Uni-
versity -Through Sanskrit Subhashitas,
stories and different types of special exercises
compiled in Vyavahara-pradeepah

, simple Sanskrit grammar is
taught. A minimum period of 120 hours is
required for this course.
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(iii) Time table of teaching at the Centre may be
decided as per convenience of the students.

(iv) Reading material (First Level and Second
Level) will be provided by
the Central Sanskrit University, New Delhi.

(d) This Course will provide basic knowledge for
higher studies in Sanskrit/Yoga/Ayurveda/vari-
ous Distance Education Programmes of
Central Sanskrit University.

4. Eligibility for Admission

Any person desirous of Sanskrit learning is eligible for admis-
sion to  "Certificate Course in Sanskrit Language".  In addition to the
students, teachers, employees and officers of the concerned institu-
tion, admission is also open for general public.

Only who have passed the First Course "Certificate Course in
Sanskrit Language"  conducted by the Central Sanskrit University will
be eligible for admission in the Second Course naming "Diploma in
Sanskrit Language ".

5. Enrolment

Learners are required to submit their application form and should
deposit Rs.500/- (Five Hundred Rupees Only) as Enrolment fee for
each Course in Central Sanskrit University, New Delhi (A/C No -
10469781338, IFSC - SBIN0000733, Bank Name - SBI Delhi Can-
tonment, Delhi) through Online.

6. Number of Learners

Ideal number of learners in each batch may be 50. More than
one batch may be conducted at one Institution/Centre.

7. Place of Study

The place of study may be within the campus of the Institution/
Centre at any nearby place according to the convenience.

8. Examination
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(i) The examination will be conducted by Central Sanskrit
University, New Delhi at the end of the courses. The examination of all
the Enrolled Learners of all the study Centres related with the main
Centre will be held in the Main Centre Only. The certificates will be
given to the successful learners.

(ii)  Learners who will become unsuccessful or will remain
absent in the examination may deposit the examination form along with
an examination fee of Rs.100/- to appear in the next year's Annual
Examination through Online. The Authorised Officer/Teacher of the
Centre will send the amount along with the examination form to
the Central Sanskrit University.

(iii) The learners of the Non-Formal Sanskrit Education
Centres will be given two chances to pass the examination in two
consecutive years only, starting form the Academic year of enrolment,
e.g. the learner enrolled in the Acedemic year 2022-23 will be entitled
only to appear in the Annual Examinations in 2023 or 2024.

9. Required facilities at study centre

(i) Sitting facility for 50 learners.

(ii) Arrangement of material for teaching like chairs, tables,
white-board/ black-board, audio-visual etc.

(iii) The place should be within easy reach of all learners.

(iv) It should have a suitable atmosphere for teaching and learn-
ing.

10. Duties of the Institution

 (i)    Providing sitting facility to the Teacher of Centre.

(ii) Providing sufficient place and facilities for conducting the
classes.

(iii) Helping in advertising the course and the Centre in com-
mon people and it will extend its help to collect the learn-
ers. Co-operation in propagation of the Study Centre and
attracting the learners.
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(iv) Providing required information to the learners about the
Centre.

(v) Necessary correspondence with Central Sanskrit Univer-
sity, New Delhi in association with the Teacher.

(vi) Providing desirable information related to the Centre to
Central Sanskrit University even after completion of the
course.

(vii) Nominating a person as an Authorised Officer for smooth
functioning of Non Formal Sanskrit Education Centre.

(viii) Arrangement for preservation of material concerning the
Centre and distribution of reading material supplied by the
Central Sanskrit University.

11. Duties of Authorised Officer

(i) Arrangement for publicity of the Centre through different
media with co-operation of all.

(ii) Attracting learners of different age group and various pro-
fessions for learning Sanskrit.

(iii) Arrangement for inauguration of the Centre, its
functioning, conducting examination, distribution of
Certificates and other activites in consultation with the
Teacher.

(iv) Informing the Central Sanskrit University, New Delhi about
activities of the Centre from time to time.

(v) Sending the monthly progress report (previous month) of
the Centre to the Central Sanskrit University in the
preseribed proforma in the first week of every month.

12. Other notable matters

(i) Normally, the Non-Formal Sanskrit  Education Centre is
permitted to one academic session in any Institution or at
any place for the time being. No Institution or  place will
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be treated as a permanent Centre of Non-Formal San-
skrit  Education.

The decision of Central  Sanskrit University will  be final in
the matters regarding opening of Non Formal Sanskrit Edu-
cation Centre, its  continuation/ discontinuation or cancel-
lation of the Centre.

(ii) One casual leave in a month will be permissible to the
Teacher as per requirement.

(iii) There will be one  main Centre of a Teacher. On availabil-
ity of more learners at main Centre the Teacher will teach
two/three additional classes or the Teacher will teach in
other Institution/sub Centres nearby the main Centre with
local assistance.

(iv) In any matter concerning the Non Formal Sanskrit Edu-
cation, the decision of the Vice-Chancellor, Central San-
skrit University,  New Delhi shall be final.

13. Publicity of the Centre

(i) Non-Formal Sanskirt Education Centres may be brought
to light through personal contacts, local cable, Akashvani,
Banners, information in writing in Schools, Colleges,
Universities, other public places or through other modes.

(ii) Distinguished personalities may be invited to introduce the
activities of the Centre.

(iii) For information of activities of The Central Sanskrit Uni-
versity, New Delhi, its website www.sanskrit.nic.in may
be consulted.

14. State Co-ordinator

State Co-ordinators in each State have been nominated by Cen-
tral Sanskrit University, New Delhi in order to help smooth functioning
of Non-Formal Sanskrit Education Centres. (List may be seen at page
no. 27-31). State-co-ordinator will visit and inspect the Centres for

their smooth running. Necessary contact and correspondence may be
done with them accordingly.
